Fat Quarter Modern 
Straight strips from fat quarters 
and a totally new technique 
for joining your quilted blocks 
makes this modern looking 
quilt one of the fastest yet.

The key here is keeping your 
strips in the right placement, 
and learning how your joining 
strips completely meld with 
your blocks. Straight stitch 
quilting makes this one of the 
most simple and easy quilts to 
make.
